O P E R A T I O N  
DMX Mode: This function will allow you to control each individual fixture’s traits with a standard DMX 
512 controller. Operating through a DMX controller gives the user the freedom to create their own 
programs tailored to their own individual needs. The LP12 HEX has multiple DMX channel modes.
