LINE LEVEL INPUT VOLUME - This knob is used to regulate the output signal of the line level
source connected to the Line Level Input Jack (5).

OUTPUT VOLUME - This knob is used to regulate the output volume. Turning the knob in a clock-
wise direction will increase the volume level.

TREBLE CONTROL - This knob is used to adjust the amount treble applied to the output signal.
The maximum amount of treble gain is +12dB and the maximum amount of treble decrease is
-12dB. Turning the knob in a counter-clockwise direction will decrease the amount of treble applied
to a channel signal, turning the knob in a clockwise direction will increase the amount of treble
applied to a channel signal.

BASS CONTROL - This knob is used to adjust the amount bass applied to the output signal. The
maximum amount of bass gain is +12dB and the maximum amount of bass decrease is -12dB.

BALANCED XLR/RCA COMBO LINE INPUT - This connection is designed to accept a balanced
line input signal from a mixer or other line level device with a balanced output jack.
